check 

• Can pass a drug screen or willing to admit 

yourself into a detox program prior to start-

ing at the ARDY House 

• Have an attitude of willingness, humility and 

honesty 

VISION / MISSION 

COLLABORATION PROGRAM PHASES 

 First 2-4 Weeks at the ARDY 

House 

A period that begins with setting goals 

and to begin the process of addressing 

physical, mental and emotional needs 

through local professional care provid-

ers. 

 Phase 1 (90-120 Days) 

An intense time of inner searching 

through a series of book studies, which 

includes steps 1-5 of the 12-step pro-

gram and a variety of recovery meet-

ings.  Phase 1 goals will be set accord-

ing to the participants needs. 

 Phase 2 (1-6 Months) 

A continuation of inner searching and 

healing as working through steps 6-12 

and begin the process of seeking          

employment. 

 Phase 3 (30 to 90 Days) 

This phase implicates that you have 

worked a good program and should be 

ready to transition into your new life.  

The exit/relapse prevention plan will be 

the requirement worksheet of phase 3.  

You should now be ready to begin the 

search for a safe and affordable  resi-

dence.
